Caution on Absentee Ballots.  Absentee ballots are a great way to avoid the expected long lines
if you meet your state’s reasons. All absentee ballots are paper ballots which are counted usu-
ally at the beginning of the day after the polling place Election. This is another way to avoid the
issue of “missing electronic votes,” “hanging chads” and other polling place problems. How-
ever, be cautioned that if you request an absentee ballot, you must vote by absentee ballot and
will not be permitted to vote at the polls.

Be mindful of the deadlines for each state—  both requesting an absentee ballot and getting your
ballot back to the Board of Elections in your jurisdiction.

polling area. If you zip up your jacket to cover your T-shirt or put your button, sticker or cap in
your pocket, you will be permitted to vote. Even though the law in your state may not prohibit
an individual display of preference--be safe and be prepared to cover up or put away any dis-
play of preference while in the polling area. Don't get in arguments with poll workers—it’s not
worth the effort—you’re there to vote and don’t let anything get in the way of that.

You should bring a photo id and proof of residence in case

you are challenged by either a poll worker or a poll watcher. A driver’s license that shows the

address you are registered at is sufficient but so is a photo work identification and a utility bill at
the address you are registered at. In case of doubt, contact your local board of election prior to
November 4th to see what kind of identification they accept.
